What was the tone of Jesus’ rebuke when: Peter tried to dissuade him
from his stated task (Matthew 16:22) and when He and the disciples
were in a storm at sea? (Matthew 8:26b)

Who's will was Peter serving? (Matthew 16:23;
see also Matthew 4:8-10a)

Who’s concerns was Peter putting first? (Isaiah 55:8)

To be Jesus’ disciple what must you do? (Matthew 16:24)

judged? (Matthew 16:27)

Though Jesus must fulfil His God given mission at that time on earth, yet
what will the disciples see come to pass? (Matthew 16:28)
